On January 24, 2006, the Registrant entered into an agreement with Paul M. Cofoni, President of its U.S. Operations,
to establish the CACI International Inc Supplemental Executive Retirement Plan ("Plan") under which Mr. Cofoni is
entitled to receive annual retirement payments upon departure, for reasons other than cause, from the Company. The
Plan was part of the employment offer to Mr. Cofoni, and replaces a portion of retirement benefits he would have
received from his former employer. The Plan's annual benefit may equal up to $113,000 per year for retirement at or
after age 65. The payments continue until Mr. Cofoni's death at which time annual survivor benefits of up to $89,000
will be paid to Mr. Cofoni's spouse. Registrant will fund the Plan.
